Korean Foods to Try in the Spring & Summer
Korean food is deliciously diverse, and there are many special seasonal dishes to try that are perfect for the 
spring and summer months. If you’re looking for some authentic Korean eats, keep and eye out for these 
local favorites.

Patbingsu: Cool off the exhausting summer heat by enjoying this popular Korean shaved 
ice dessert bowl topped with red bean and a variety of other sweet toppings such as fruit, 
condensed milk, jelly, and rice cakes.

Samgye-tang: Fight fire with fire. Though 
this dish can be enjoyed year-round, Koreans 
customarily eat samgye-tang, or ginseng chicken 
soup, during the hottest summer days to 
rejuvenate the body. This delicious soup features 
a whole chicken stuffed with garlic, glutinous 
rice, jujube, and ginseng.

Naengmyeon: Literally meaning “cold noodles,” 
naengmyeon was historically a dish enjoyed 
during the winter but is now commonly 
consumed during the summer. There are 
two main varieties of naengmyeon: mul 
naengmyeong, which is served with cold broth, 
and bibim naengmyeon, which is served with a 
spicy dressing made from red chili paste.

Korean Fried Chicken & Beer: Also known as 
chimaek, this pairing goes so well together that 
it has developed into a national favorite. Have 
it delivered right to you for an outdoor picnic 
at Hangang Park by the river, or at one of the 
many specialty restaurants in the city that offer 
outdoor seating.

Jeon & Makgeolli: Commonly referred to as 
Korean pancakes, jeon can be made with just 
about any ingredient, including fish, meat, 
seafood, and fresh vegetables. Jeon is often a 
go-to dish for Koreans during the spring and 
summer showers as the sound of rain reminds 
people of the sound of making jeon. Pair it with 
makgeolli, a Korean rice wine, for a true Korean 
eating experience.
